July 1, 2025 Regular Business Meeting: 7:00pm

Supervisor Hedge called the July meeting of the Broad Top Township Supervisors to order at 7:00 pm. Supervisor Melius and Secretary Woomer were also present. 


The minutes of the June meeting were previously read and approved unanimously on motion by Supervisor Hedge and seconded by Supervisor Melius.


The Treasurer’s report for June was presented and approved unanimously on motion by Supervisor Melius and seconded by Supervisor Hedge.  
The June bills were posted for public review and, after time for questions, were approved unanimously on motion by Supervisor Hedge and seconded by Supervisor Melius.   
Roadmaster Report:
Roadmaster Hedge reported that throughout this month they've been mowing, worked on road tiles and removed downed trees.
Landfill Inspector Report:
Chairman Hedge said that the Landfill submitted a minor permit modification that would change the depth of protective cover from 18" to 12". The Supervisors plan on making comments. The total tonnage intake for the month of June was 14,746.35 ton.

Construction Project Manager Report:
Supervisor Hedge stated that CES Engineers is continuing the design work on Coopers and we are in the process of testing the well that would supply water to the campground.
Wastewater:
Supervisor Hedge stated that we have a few delinquent customers that will be having their water shut off. 

Defiance School: 
Secretary Woomer stated that things have been fairly quiet. We have not been able to fill the two vacant apartments. Ads have been placed in the newspaper, social media, local post offices. It was suggested to look into advertising with a real estate agent.

Phase 6 Rail Trail:

Chairman Hedge stated that they've completed placing the DSA on the trail and are working on shoulders. The plan is to start paving the northern end the week of July 7th. After some discussion, Chairman Hedge made a motion to pave a section of phase 5 as long as funds are available. The motion was seconded by Supervisor Melius and approved unanimously.

Coopers Campground:
Chairman Hedge stated that we're in the process of getting the power turned back on for the campground. The township is planning on tree trimming the electrical right of way this year.

Cypher:

Chairman Hedge stated we've been working with Keller's to determine the best system for the Cypher community. 


Old Business:

1. Secretary Woomer stated that Comcast has supplied the Township with a franchising agreement that has a term of 10 years. After discussion, Chairman Hedge made a motion to approve the agreement that includes a 3% fee. The motion was seconded by Supervisor Melius and approved unanimously


New Business:

1. Chairman Hedge discussed the wages and hours of the cleaner at the Municipal Complex. After discussion, Chairman Hedge made a motion to increase the wages of the cleaner for the Municipal Complex to $20/hr. The motion was seconded by Supervisor Melius and approved unanimously.

2. Chairman Hedge stated that we're having trouble finding CDL drivers. We're trying to create a reimbursement agreement for the costs to obtain a CDL license between the employee and the township. After discussion, Chairman Hedge tabled the agreement for further investigation.

3. Secretary Woomer stated that the lease agreement for the beauty salon has long been up for renewal. After discussion, Chairman Hedge made a motion to approve the new lease agreement that would increase rent in January and be based off the CPI Index provided in December plus 1%. The motion was seconded by Supervisor Melius and approved unanimously.

4. Chairman Hedge tabled the approval of donation requests until next month's meeting.

Correspondence:

Secretary Woomer stated we received notice from Penn DOT that we will be receiving an additional $6,899.77 for 24/25 winter services.

Secretary Woomer stated we received notice that Clem Malot is retiring July 14, 2025.

Secretary Woomer stated we received notification from Storb Environmental about Tri County's bulk petroleum storage plants required by DEP to notify all downstream municipalities.

Secretary Woomer stated we received notice that DEP is releasing the bond for Wood No. 2 Mine. It was questioned if it was the entire site or what part. Secretary Woomer stated she would find out.


Open to the Public:


Resident, Skip Elder, asked if we could hold meetings in another room. The echoing makes it very hard to hear in the gym. Chairman Hedge said that we will hold our August meeting in the community room.


Resident, Scott Foore, asked about possibly adding additional storm shelters along the trail in the future.


Adjourn: Chairman Hedge then adjourned the meeting at 7:50 pm.
